This
year we rcally made oursclveg known not only in athletics
but in everything else as well, To prove this, there were
twelve members of our class in Who's Who., We had five mem~
bers in the National Honor Society and we belonged to all
the clubs at school and the editor-in-chief of the school
paper was from our class., We had the honor of giving the
Seniors a banquet in the new auditorium--the first function
aver held there,

When we entered school a8 Seniors therce seemed to be
a matrimonial germ ground, We lost several of our members
to the state of matrimony. Of the eighty-Tive members that
started out together as Freshmen, there are only thirty of
us left, 8Six more have becn added, giving us a total of
thirty-six members. We feel that we rate this ycar. The
president of the student body -nd editor-in-chief of the
school paper belong to our class., ihe prettiest girl in
gchool for the last two years 1g in our class and the most
cheerful pupil for the last two years is one of our number
too, We have the most attractive girl and--I could go on
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indefinitely but I don't want to brag too much, But' I do
have to add just one more thing. We have the most intellectudal
student in school; Wwe are-especially proud of him because he 1is
going through high school in three years. We have discovered
greet talent in the clags; there seems to be a second
Shakespeare. And, we have the most talented student in school,

We Seniors look back over our four years and half wish
that we had another year. We have had many experiences of
which the enjoyable onea far outwelgh the unpleasant ones, We
have reached the end of the year, and ¢i our high school course,
and now we agein start as Freshmen. We enter upon a life new
and untried, but with the confidence that we shall graduate from
it 2ll at last with honors. -
